The
inset maps show the most important ports and islands, and throughout the chart there are notes
clarifying certain names and details. There are four routes marked in pencil starting from the
Northern part of the ocean and going towards South America, where they make a turn around its tip.



The pencil markings indicate that the chart was used at sea.

James Imray (1803-1870), worked originally in the stationery and account book publishing business.
In 1836 Imray joined with Michael Blachford. The partnership flourished and soon began to compete
with the larger firm of Norie and Wilson. In 1846 Imray bought out Blachford, and the company

survived, led by his descendants, into the twentieth century, when it merged with Norie and Wilson.
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
